Use Case:  Diet Management, Edit/Update Diet for Current Specimen

1. User selects NUTRITION MANAGEMENT from MAIN 

2. User is prompted to select SCIENTIFIC NAME or COMMON NAME to be associated with new diet from drop down list of valid options

2.1. Entry of the first few letters of either SCIENTIFIC NAME or COMMON NAME will index to the valid options; breed is displayed as part of COMMON NAME

2.2. If valid option is not present, User is prompted to navigate to ANIMAL  MANAGEMENT Menu to “Add Taxon”

3. User is prompted to select Active SPECIMEN from drop down list of valid options

3.1. Entry of the first few letters of the SPECIMEN HOUSE NAME will scroll through valid options

3.1.1. User selects valid option

4. If a DIET exists for the SPECIMEN selected, current DIET of SPECIMEN selected is displayed

4.1.1. Print current DIET of SPECIMEN is available at this screen

4.2. User is queried “Update Current Diet?”

4.2.1. If update is required, user may select “OK/Proceed”

4.2.1.1. User is presented with the following options

4.2.1.1.1. “Apply DIET on file to current SPECIMEN?”

4.2.1.1.1.1. User selects DIET on file from drop down list of valid options

4.2.1.1.1.2. User may select “OK/Proceed” to confirm entry

4.2.1.1.1.3. User is queried “Apply Current Date as Effective Date”

4.2.1.1.1.4. User may select “OK/Proceed” to confirm entry

4.2.1.1.1.5. User may select “Print Updated Diet”

4.2.1.1.1.5.1. User selects from following navigation options

4.2.1.1.1.5.1.1. Return to Main

4.2.1.1.2.1.  Update DIET TYPE

4.2.1.1.2.1.1. User selects new DIET TYPE from drop down list of valid options; including enter new DIET TYPE designation

4.2.1.1.2.1.2. User selects new DIET SUBTYPE from drop down list of valid options; including “No DIET SUBTYPE” and enter new DIET SUBTYPE designation

4.2.1.1.2.1.3. User selects new DIET SUBSUBTYPE from drop down list of valid options, including including “No DIET SUBSUBTYPE” and enter new DIET SUBSUBTYPE designation

4.2.1.1.2.2. Update MEALS

4.2.1.1.2.2.1. Current MEALS are shown with fields that may be edited

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.1. Current INGREDIENT DESCRIPTIONS, AMOUNTS, UNITS, WEIGHTS, DAYS and MEAL NOTES may be revised with valid selections

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.2. A new MEAL may be added to current MEALS

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3. User is prompted to add the following information to the new MEAL

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.1. INGREDIENT DESCRIPTION

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.2. AMOUNT

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.3. UNIT, or

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.4. WEIGHT

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.5. DAYS

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.3.6. MEAL NOTE

4.2.1.1.2.2.1.4. User is prompted to repeat the above steps for each new ITEM added to a MEAL 

4.2.1.1.2.3. Update DIET NOTES

4.2.1.1.2.3.1. Current DIET NOTES are shown with fields that may be edited

4.2.1.1.2.3.2. A new DIET NOTE may be added to current

4.2.1.1.3. User is queried “Update Current Diet For Selected Specimen Only”, or “Update Current Diet for all Specimens with Same Diet Type”

4.2.1.1.3.1.1. User may select “OK/Proceed” to confirm entry

4.2.1.1.3.1.2. User is queried “Apply Current Date as Effective Date”

4.2.1.1.3.1.3. User may select “OK/Proceed” to confirm entry

4.2.1.1.3.1.4. User may select “Print Updated Diet”

4.2.2. If update is not required, User may select “Cancel”

4.2.2.1. User selects from following navigation options

4.2.2.1.1. Return to Main
