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The Calendar Tool Project
The Calendar Tool is an application program used as an example in Gene Fisher’s software engi-
neering classes.The Calendar Tool project illustrates important software engineering concepts and
techniques presented in class.Students can use the Calendar Tool example for guidance in devel-
oping their own class projects.

A smaller-scale, less comprehensive course example is the Rolodex Tool project. Both the Calen-
dar Tool and Rolodex Tool illustrate the same concepts.The Rolodex Tool just does it on a smaller
scale.

The Calendar Tool project is organized into the following directories:
• requirements -- user-level functional requirements for the project
• specification -- formal specification of the functional requirements
• prototype -- operational prototype, with limited functionality
• design -- architectural software design
• implementation -- implementation in C++
• testing -- complete testing plans and results
• administration -- administrative and managerial information
• documentation -- audience-specification documentation, such as users manual and installation instruc-

tions
