The student’s home directories would be under “/usr/users/student” and the instructor’s home directories would be under “/usr/users/faculty”. 

Steps necessary to add the disk:

Connecting the disk (Plug it in)
Creating device files for disk access (mkdir in /dev/dsk)
Format the disk (Using the mediainit command)
Partition the disk (Using the pvcreate command)
Create UNIX filesystem (Using the newfs command)

Setup auto-mounting (Edit the checklist file)
Turn on swapping (Using the swapon command)
